THE PROPERTY
Within the town limits of St. Michaels, the community 
consists of more than 27 acres of well-maintained lawns, 
a secluded beach along the Miles River, wetlands and 
forests. Eagles, herons, osprey, fox, deer, rabbits, swans, 
ducks and geese abound. Half of our Homes overlook 
St. Michaels harbor, the Inn at Perry Cabin and the 
Chesapeake Bay Maritime Museum. The other half view 
protected wetlands and the Miles River.

THE HOMES
The Homes at Perry Cabin are Tidewater-style brick 
and lap siding townhomes, ranging from two bed / 
two and a half bath homes to four bed / four and a 
half bath. Each home has a rear or side deck, many 
of which have been converted to sunrooms or part 
sunroom / part outdoor deck. 

AMENITIES INCLUDE:

MAINTENANCE AND UPKEEP
The Homes at Perry Cabin are fee simple homes on their own lots. They are not condominiums. However, while 
Homeowners are responsible for the exterior maintenance of their homes and their foundation plantings; all other areas in 
the community are maintained by the HOA, including the roads, landscaping, docks and tennis courts.

•	 Extensive dock area for boating, fishing, crabbing, 
kayaking, paddle boarding and other water sports. 

•	 Deep water slip for each home with access to town water 
and 50 amp electrical service. Can accommodate boats 
up to 40’ with a 13’ beam. 

•	 Storage racks for kayaks and paddle boards  
are located near the waterfront. 
 

•	 Two regulation synthetic tennis courts.

Founded as a shipbuilding town in the late 1700’s, St. Michaels remains an 
active port on the Miles River, on Maryland’s Eastern Shore. Its close proximity 
to Washington DC, Philadelphia and Baltimore makes St. Michaels an ideal 
area for those seeking refuge from the city, but still desiring its amenities. St. 
Michaels is in prestigious Talbot County on the Shore. With hundreds of rivers 
and creeks, Talbot has more waterfront than any other county in Maryland 
and contains hundreds of striking waterfront estates.

For those interested in long-term travel, a second home, or just living 
full-time in an estate-like environment without the hassle of landscaping 
responsibilities, The Homes at Perry Cabin offers an ideal living arrangement. 
A modest monthly fee covers maintenance of the community docks, 
landscaping, roads, tennis courts, snow removal and reserves.
